1 Most Americans and British people would agree that it is good manners to be
2 punctual for an appointment. Arriving on time for formal events such as a business
3 meeting or an interview is considered important. Many people try to arrive a few

as well, e.g. "I'm sorry I'm so late, but the traffic was bad."

People expect concerts, plays, etc. to start at the time advertised, and if they are
kept waiting a long time they may start a slow handclap to show that they are
impatient. But anyone who arrives late for a show may not be allowed in until there
is a convenient break in the performance. People also expect public transport to
depart and arrive on time and get very frustrated if delays are frequent. Most people
do not like being kept waiting without good reason.
